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William Sharon, Newport, Dies at Age of 84 Years.

Newport, Jan. 20. — Newport lost another one of its oldest citizens this morning when William
Wilson Sharon died at his home on North Second Street, being in his eighty-fourth year.

Mr. Sharon was born near McCallisterville, in which place he served as merchant, postmaster
and school teacher. He was also a veteran of the Civil War, having served under three
enlistments. For more than twenty years he has been a resident of this town, and until the
infirmities of age impaired his health, was active in the affairs of the community.
